	For four years the Central Powers, led by Germany, fought against the Allied Powers, led by England.  Most of the battles were in France.  Ten million soldiers were killed.  Six million other people were killed.   
	

	Armistice
	Armistice means Army Stop.  It means that the war stops.  In November 1918, both sides agreed to an armistice.  They decided to stop fighting without saying which side won or lost.  With the Armistice, both armies just agreed to stop and end the war.
	

	Treaty of

Versailles
	After the Armistice, leaders from Germany, France, and England met.  The meeting was held in January 1919 in the French town of Versailles.  (Say vers-eye.)  The purpose of the meeting was to decide how to end the war.   France and England blamed Germany for the war.  The Treaty of Versailles set five key punishments for Germany.

1. Germany must take blame for the war.

2. Germany must give its colonies in Africa to England and France.

3.  Germany must pay money to England and France.

4.  Some parts of German land were taken away.
